of Ukraine is prepared on the base of
the information given to the Ministry of
Culture and Arts of Ukraine by the museums
and churches, in which were commited thefts
for the period from 1984 to the 1997.

In composing the catalogue the description
data were used from the museums inventories
and special reference books. The catalogue
contains 100 objects of art and culture accord-
ing to the groups of collections:

icons — 29 objects;

painting — 29 objects;

graphics — 1 object.;

sculpture — 9 object;

arms — 19 objects;

writing sources — 2 object.;
objects of applied art and other
objects of culture — 11 objects.

A Catalogue is made in thematic and
chronological (according to the date of theft)
sequence:

Artist, manufacturer — indicated a first
name, patronym family name, author’s dates
of living. In addition, for foreign authors, is
given the name in the language of original.
Beside the indication of the author there can
be found the manufacturer if the object was
made as serial production (workshop, facto-
ry, printing—house, plant, mint);

Title — indicated the proper title of an
object, which does not always coincide with
the data of the inventory books;

Date/Period — entered the information
about the object creation date;

Country or School of Creation — given the
information about geografical name of the
place where object was made, the item
“school” is filled in for the group “fine arts;”

Material—- given all types of materials, from
which the object was fabricated

Technique — shown all types of techniques,
used in creation of the object;

Dimensions — determined by following:
height (h), width (w), length (1), diameter
(d); indicated in millimetres (mm), centime-
tres (cm); a weight is indicated in grammes
(8); in carats (for precious stones);

Brief object description, including that of its
reverse — given a laconic description of the
basic object signs, including its reverse (trade-
marks, stamps, brands, inscriptions, mono-
grams, texts, serial numbers and other desig-
nations);

Condition — included the characteristic of
the condition of an object, all kinds of its dam-
ages (splits, breaks, joined parts, breakages,
crumbles, losses, lack of some parts or details,
burned parts, contaminations.)

Cipher and Inventory number — noted the
registration signs, which were on the object,
according to the data of the museums invento-
ry books, in case of their absence used the data
of the Main Inventory book;

Value/Price — indicated in USA ($) dollars
the appraised value or purchase price given by
the accession-purchase museums commis-
sions, catalogues and auction books, and also
in accordance with present prices on the home
antique market;

Date of theft — indicated the date of theft,
including day, month, year;

[llustrations — entered from the negatives or
photographic prints, given by museums.

Additional material: list of illustrations, list
muscums and churches, from which cultural
treasures were stolen.

his catalogue is the first attempt to

make public cultural treasures, whiich

were stolen from the museums and
churches of Ukraine during the last fourteen
years. In this catalogue we intend to inform
Ukrainian and world public with the spiritual
treasures of Ukraine, stolen from the State
Museums.

The aim of the catalogue is to make the
returning of national treasures to the
Ukrainian nation possible.

It is not a secret, but in the last ten years it
appears that many smugglers have been appre-
hended by customs, for intention of illegal
taking out of cultural treasures.

Only in the period of 1992-1994 there were
confiscated 3700 items. And out of that 1500
items were exhibited at the “Rescued For
Ukraine” show, which was held at the
Ukrainian House Centre in July 1994. The
exhibition enlighted wide range of spectators
with icons and other cultural treasures of
Ukraine, taken from smugglers by custom offi-
cers and at the same time showed results of
very little known but vitaly important activi-
ty of state authorities concerning the safe-
guarding and returning of cultural treasures
to the Ukrainian nation.

It should not be underestimated, that the
demand for antique icons and other cultural
values of Ukraine and the neighbouring coun-
tries keeps growing.

There appeared great many “pseudoevalua-
tors” of art and relics, on international mar-
kets, who are prepared to pay good price to get
imperishable pieces of icon art and paintings.
Hunting for cultural and valuable objects has
been intensitied by international criminal
groups in Ukraine. According to Interpole
information only in the Western Europe there
are more than 40 organizations of criminal
groups, mostly former Soviet Union citizens,
particularly stealing and smuggling cultural
treasures, including icons, from the territory
of Ukraine and CIS countries.

In other European countries similar cata-
logues are been printed. Their main goal is to
achieve international acknowledgment of the
fact of stealing or loosing of museum objects,
and returning to the native land of lost pieces
of art. Therefore we believe that without a full
register of the lost treasures of Ukraine there
can’t be any talk of straight forward search
and returning of what is lost. Without the reg-
ister there can be no civilized and fair dialogue

with other states.
